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Romans 1 - Part Six - "The Specific Charges" - Romans 1: 19-23

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A. The gospel of Jesus Christ was Paul’s single motivation in life.
B. It is the simple gospel—received by faith—that saves us. It is NOT our works that save us.  
C. The pretrial information: 1. His credentials (Paul’s ministry); 2. His Christ (Paul’s message); and (3) His Church (Paul’s motivation).  Today we look at the 4. His charge against us (Paul’s mourning). 
God is Angry—Here’s Why?

STUDY VERSE SECTION - Romans 1:18, HCSB - 18 For [lit., because] God’s wrath [Gk: org​ē; see word study below) is [being] revealed [at this very moment] from heaven [ie. , from God] against all godlessness [sin against God; see word study below] and unrighteousness [sin against people; see word study below] of people who by their unrighteousness suppress [ lit., stand against or object to] the truth [of God]….
(
 Wrath – Gk: ὀργή, pronounced or-gay, lit., means “red faced”, it denotes a decisive anger.  It is an anger that arises from a thoughtful decision-making-process.  It pictures someone who is holding his/her anger in while it builds up inside of them.  It implies that there will come a time when the anger will come forth.  (It is contrasted with thymos—an explosive anger set of by raw emotions.)   
(
 Godlessness – Gk: ἀσέβεια, pronounced ah-sa-BE-ah,  lit., “to turn away from” God.  (It comes from the Gk. word, sa-BE-oh-my, a word translated “worship.”)  It generally implies living in a ungodly manor.  If specifically implies not being in a right relationship with Holy God. In the simplest application, it is sin(s) against God.  
(
 Unrighteousness – Gk: ἀδικία, pronounced ah-di-KEY-ah, meaning “a violation of divine law”.  This divine law, of course, refers both to the specific standards of conduct given through Moses (10  Commandments) and the rest of scripture.   (Moses gave the Ten Commandments to the people.  Four had to do with our relationship with God and six had to do with our relationship with man.)
The Object of God’s Wrath if Twofold:

1. Godlessness—sins against __________. 

Romans 1:18, NIV84 - 18 The wrath of God is being revealed from heaven against all the godlessness and wickedness of men who suppress the truth by their wickedness….
2 Thessalonians 2:10, NCV - 10 [Satan] will use every kind of evil to trick those who are lost. They will die, because they refused to love the truth. If they loved the truth, they would be saved.

        ( Paul will expound on the issue of Godlessness in Romans 1:19-17.

2. Unrighteousness—sins against __________. 
Romans 1:18, NIV84 - 18 The wrath of God is being revealed from heaven against all the godlessness and wickedness of men who suppress the truth by their wickedness, 

Titus 2:11–14, NLT - 11 For the grace of God has been revealed, bringing salvation to all people. 12 And we are instructed to turn from godless living and sinful pleasures. We should live in this evil world with wisdom, righteousness, and devotion to God, 13 while we look forward with hope to that wonderful day when the glory of our great God and Savior, Jesus Christ, will be revealed. 14 He gave his life to free us from every kind of sin, to cleanse us, and to make us his very own people, totally committed to doing good deeds. 
        ( Paul will expound on the issue of Unrighteousness in Romans 1:28-32.
