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A. The specific indictments against “them” are (1) inexcusable ignorance,                 (2) ingratitude, (3) insolence (rudeness), and (4) idolatry and                      (5) immorality.

B. God says, “Your willful rejection of Me and My word has left Me no other choice; I must put you out of My presence.” 
C. The affirmation of biblical authority is central to the church’s consideration of any moral issue. 
((
1. God’s judgment is inescapable. 
Romans 2:1–4, HCSB - 1 Therefore, any one of you [notice the switch from third person in Ch. 1 (“them”) to second person in Ch. 2 (you)] who judges is without excuse [lit., you have no real defense]. For when you judge [lit., to pronounce guilt and a punitive sentence on someone/group] another, you condemn yourself, since you, the judge, do the same things. 2 We know that God’s judgment on those who do such things is based on the truth [lit., “uprightness”; The standard of God’s judgment is His own “uprightness’,” meaning God’s holiness—His ‘rightness’]. 3 Do you really think—anyone of you who judges those who do such things yet do the same—that you will escape God’s judgment? 4 Or do you despise the riches of His kindness, [His] restraint, and [His] patience, not recognizing that God’s kindness is intended to lead you to repentance? 
When we feel resentment toward God for not eradicating evil in the world, we forget that eliminating ALL evil would mean the end of us too!
The judgment of God falls on every person because the standard

of righteousness in God’s perfection.
2. God judgment is impartial

Romans 2:5–11, HCSB - 5 But because of your hardness and unrepentant heart you are storing up wrath for yourself in the day of wrath, when God’s righteous judgment is revealed. 6 He will repay each one according to his works [the HCSB places all OT quotes in bold face; this is a quote from Ps. 62:12 and Prov. 24:12]: 7 eternal life to those who by persistence in doing good seek glory, honor, and immortality; 8 but wrath and indignation to those who are self-seeking and disobey the truth but are obeying unrighteousness; 9 affliction and distress for every human being who does evil, first to the Jew, and also to the Greek; 10 but glory, honor, and peace for everyone who does what is good, first to the Jew, and also to the Greek. 11 There is no favoritism with God. 

IMPORTANT: Paul is not contradicting “salvation to everyone who believes” in Christ. He merely means to clarify that each person will be judged by his/her deeds, not saved by them.

At the end of time, each one of us will lay our deeds on the scale and the will be found wanting.  No amount of ‘good deeds’ will balance the righteousness of God on the other side of the scale—it’s not even close.

3. God’s judgment is universal. 

Romans 2:12–16, HCSB - 12 All those who sinned without [hearing] the law will also perish without the law, and all those who sinned under the law [having heard the law] will be judged by the law. 13 For the hearers of the law are not righteous before God, but the doers of the law will be declared righteous. [Seems unfair? How can God punish someone for breaking rules they don’t know?  That’s actually the point.  Even those without the law have an innate sense of right and wrong. Even by an imperfect standard, nobody lives righteously, like God.  Here is an example:].       14 So, when Gentiles, who do not have the law, instinctively do what the law demands, they are a law to themselves even though they do not have the law. 15 They show that the work of the law is written on their hearts. Their consciences confirm this. Their competing thoughts will either accuse or excuse them 16 on the day when God judges what people have kept secret, according to my gospel through Christ Jesus. 
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	At the end of time, the deeds of each person will have been weighted and found lacking.  Our ‘works’ cannot save us—they can only help us realize we are indeed ‘lost.’”
