B. Darius the Mede (Chapter 5), pronounce “DAR-ee-us” is now replaced by
Darius | (Chapter 6), a Persian, who pronounced his name, “Duh-RIGH-us.”

C. With Belshazzar’s death (end of Ch. 5) and the ascension of Darius | (Ch.6),
we pass from the gold head of Nebuchadnezzar’s statue to its silver chest
and arms, with the Medo-Persian Empire. (Babylon is no more!)

D. This chapter is really about the two proclamations by King Darius I.
